√ Tax-Deferred Beneficiary 

Name BGCAA as the beneficiary of an IRA, 

annuity or other tax deferred account. The en-

tire amount in the account passes to BGCAA 

without the payment of deferred income taxes. 

Planned Giving:  
Planned gifts are an important option for making a 

future gift in the form of bequests, annuities and 

trusts. A qualified Estate Planning Attorney can help 

you select the method which maximizes the income 

tax, estate tax, and personal advantages of donating 

to BGCAA. 

 
 
 

√ Donate Appreciated Property 

If done properly you get a deduction for the full 

fair market value of the property. 

 

√Lifetime Charitable Remainder Trust 

By setting up this Trust with BGCAA as the 

remainder beneficiary—you contribute property 

to a trust and receive a fixed dollar amount or a 

fixed percentage of the value of the trust each 

year. At the end of a term the property remain-

ing goes to BGCAA. You get a current income 

tax deduction for the value of the interest that 

eventually  goes to BGCAA. You can control 

how the assets of the trust are invested—

particularly important when the asset is stock in 

a family business. 

√ Remainder Interest in Home/Farm 

You can give BGCAA the right to have your 

home or farm after your death. You get a cur-

rent income tax deduction for the value of the 

interest going to BGCAA. The value of the in-

terest is calculated by using your life expectancy 

at the time of the gift of the remainder interest. 

 

√ Charitable Remainder Trust 

If you set-up a CRT at your death with BGCAA 

as the remainder beneficiary—it’s similar to a 

Lifetime CRT.  However, your children or other 

beneficiaries would receive the income stream 

and then the assets would go to BGCAA after a 

specified amount of time or their death. Your 

estate would receive an estate tax charitable 

deduction for the value of the interest that ulti-

mately would pass to BGCAA.

Planned Giving (continued)  
 
 

√ Charitable Lead Trust— Lifetime 

Set up a Charitable Lead Trust during your 

lifetime with BGCAA. This is the reverse of the 

Charitable Remainder Trust. BGCAA gets the 

income stream during your life or the fixed 

period of time, and then at your death the 

remaining assets go to your children or other 

beneficiaries.  
 

√ Charitable Lead Trust—Upon Death 

This is the reverse of the Charitable Remainder 

Trust. You set up a trust that would be funded 

at your death. BGCAA would typically receive 

the income stream for a fixed period of time 

and then the remaining assets would go to your 

children or beneficiaries. This is a way to re-

duce estate tax on assets passing to your heirs.
